The Open Forum portion of the meeting was announced. The Mayor
recognized, County Commissioner, Anthony Peracia, who gave an update
on the West Suburban Cook County projects for Cermak pool in Lyons, and
a jogging/bike path which will be connected from 46" and Harlem to the
Cermak pool and eventually connect to the DuPage county Prairie path.
Mary Karasek, 7015 W, 29" Place, voiced concerns on Satellite dish
installations.

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MAY 8, 2007

The Committee of the Whole was called to order by Mayor O'Connor at 6:29 p.m.
Upon the call of the roll, the following responded present: Chapman, Ramos,
Weiner, Skryd, Lovero. Absent: Phelan, Erickson. A sign in sheet is attached.

Lovero made a motion, seconded by Skryd, to excuse Aldermen Phelan and
Erickson. The motion carried by a voice vote.

Skryd made a motion, seconded by Chapman, to closed the Committee of the
Whole for pending litigation and land acquisition. The motion carried by a roll call
vote.

The Committee of the Whole reconvened at 7:05 p.m. with Alderman Phelan now
present.

Appointment of Maureen Brocato to 5t ward Aldermanic seat-The Mayor referred
to Attorney Sterk, who elaborated on Mrs. Brocato not being an employee of the
City and the fact that it is not a lawsuit against the City but a Workman's Comp.
settlement. Discussion ensued, with Sterk stating that the Workman’s Comp does
not keep her from being appointed to the aldermanic seat and also stated that
your personal reasons can keep you from concurring with the appointment. The
Mayor is seeking consensus for the appointment. Consensus: Ramos, Weiner,
Skryd in favor. Phelan, Lovero, against. Chapman, no vote. The Mayor then
guestioned Council if they would consider another candidate. Alderman Lovero
questioned bring out other names in open and stated it should be discussed in
closed. The Mayor questioned Alderman Chapman on another possibility, with no
response. The Mayor questioned Alderman Phelan on any another possibility,
Phelan stated that he was not impressed with any of the other candidates. Lovero
stated that he would be happy to discuss in closed. Chapman stated that she
would have liked the matter to be discussed in closed including the consideration
of Maureen and stated the Mayor just put out a communication with the
appointment. The Mayor then stated that it is his appointment, and he would not
endorse any of the other candidates that have been considered. After further
discussion, Chapman and Lovero agreed to sit down with the Mayor to discuss a
possible compromise.

Debt Restructure-The Mayor recognized Finance director, Stephanie Navarro, who
presented options for the General Obligation Bond Restructuring, see attached.
Stephanie referred to the representative from George K, Baum & Company, who
explained the General Obligation Bonds and the restructuring of the existing debt
and the Notes due in the Project Fund.

SETTLEMENT AND RELEASE AGREEMENT

This Agreement made this day of May, 2007, by and between the City of
Berwyn (“BERWYN”), an Ilinois Home Rule Municipality, and JRK. Builders, Inc.
(collectively “JRK"). JRK and BERWYN are sometimes referred to collectively herein as the
“Parties", relating to BERWYN permit 4B-6634-0 (“Permit™) as affecting real property
improvements located at the property commonly known as 6448 W. 26" Place (the “Property”)
in the City of Berwyn:

WHEREAS, JRK purchased the Property on November 8, 2005, at that time a vacant
residential lot situated in an A-1 BERWYN zoning district and subject to a building permit # B-
6634-0; and,

WHEREAS, JRX tendered building plans reflecting the construction of a Two Flat type
improvement on the Property, those plans were approved by BERWYN, and JRK was issued a
revised permit on December 12, 2005; and,

WHEREAS, JRK commenced construction of the 2 Flat improvement upon the Property
soon thereafter and duly progressed on said improvements towards completion through August,
2006; and,

WHEREAS, JRK was subsequently issued a Stop Work Order by BERWYN in August
2006 at which time the 2 Flat improvement was substantially, but not fully, completed; and,

WHERFEAS, JRK claims, inter alia, that BERWYN would be estopped from revocation
of the permits if this matter were pursued in the Circuit Court of Cook County; and,

WHEREAS, the Parties recognize that continued litigation will involve substantial
expense and uncertainty, and in lieu thereof are desirous of settling all matters between them.

NOW, THEREFORE, JRK and BERWY N hereby agree as follows:



1.  BERWYN shall remove and revoke its “Stop Work™ Order upon execution of this
Agreement and thereafter permit JRK to proceed with its construction plans, permits and
progress, as such plans are modified by Paragraph 3, below;

2. Upon completion of remaining 2 Flat improvements to the Property, subject to the
changes per Paragraph 3, BERWYN shall conduct its appropriate final inspections 1o determine
compliance with plans, permit requirements, and applicable codes. Upon approval of all
inspections, BERWYN shall thereafier issue to JRK a Certificate of Occupancy noting that the
Two Flat Improvement is recognized as a legal non-conforming use as relates to its status as a
Two Flat unit within an A-1 Zoning District. Both JRK and BERWYN agree to act in good faith
regarding completion of the Two Fiat improvement on the Property, timely inspections, issuance
of a Certificate of Occupancy and all other related construction practices and municipal actions

3 JRK shall modify all applicable permit plans such that the bathroom located within
the basement is removed, including all ancillary apertures, and the entry shall be modified so as
to limit independent exterior egress, facilitate emergency egress, and allow for the construction
of a residential structure containing no more than two dwelling units. JRK will promptly tender
to BERWYN such revised plans necessary to reflect these modifications. BERWYN agrees to
expedite plan review of these modifications at cost, if any, to JRK. In the event BERWYN code
prohibits full implementation of the ingress/egress modifications to the basement, JRK and
BERWYN agree to JRK to revise plans to limit the ingress/egress as described herein as closely
as possible to the intended result of prohibiting an illegal third “garden” style living unit while
still complying with BERWYN code.

4. JURISDICTION. The Circuit Court of Cook County, Illinois, shall retain
jurisdiction over the Lawsuit and the Parties for purposes of enforcing the terms of this
Agreement.

5. RELEASE OF BERWYN. JRK, its officers, directors, shareholders and
employees, hereby releases and forever discharges BERWYN, hereby releases and forever
discharges from any and all claims, controversies, actions, causes of action, demands, debts,
liens, contracts, agreements, PrOTNISES, representations, torts, damages, losses, attomney's fees,
moneys due on account, obligations, judgments or liabilities of any nature whatsoever in law or
in equity, arising out of agreement or imposed by law or otherwise, whether statutory or common
law, whether federal, state, local or otherwise, including but not limited to, any claims relating
to, or arising out of, the matters addressed within this settlement agreement relating to the
construction of a Two Flat Residence located at 6448 West 26" Place, Berwyn, Illinois,
suspected or claimed, fixed or contingent, and whether damages have yet resulted from such or
not. It is the intention and understanding of the Parties hereto that the foregoing is and shall
constitute a general release, and that the undersigned Parties intend to be bound by same.



6. RELEASE OF JRK. BERWYN and its officers, directors, shareholders and
employees, hereby releases and forever discharges JRK, its officers, directors, shareholders and
employees from any and all claims, controversies, actions, causes of action, demands, debts,
liens, contracts, agreements, promises, representations, torts, damages, losses, attorney's fees,
moneys due on account, obligations, judgments or liabilities of any nature whatsoever in law or
in equity, arising out of this agreement or imposed by law or otherwise, whether statutory or
common law, whether federal, state, local or otherwise, including but not limited to, any claims
relating to, or arising out of, the matters addressed within this settlement agreement relating to
the construction of a Two Flat Residence located at 6448 West 26" Place, Berwyn, [ilinois,
suspected or claimed, fixed or contingent, and whether damages have yet resulted from such or
not. Tt is the intention and understanding of the Parties hereto that the foregoing is and shall
constitute a general release, and that the undersigned Parties intend to be bound by same.

7. The Parties expressly acknowledge, represent and warrant that the terms and
provisions of this Agreement herein stated are the only consideration for signing this Agreement;
that no other promise or agreement of any kind has been made to or with any person or entity
whatsoever to cause the signing of this Agreement, and that, in executing this Agreement, the
Parties do not rely and have not relied upon any other representations or statements by any other
Party, or director, officer, shareholder, employee, agent or attorney of any other Party, with
regard to the subject matter, hasis or effect of this Agreement or otherwise.

8. JRK and BERWYN represent and acknowledge that this Agreement is being
executed as a means of fully settling and resolving contested claims, that each Party continues to
deny the claims of the other, and that the execution of this Agreement and the settlement of the
Lawsuit is not, and shall not be construed as, an admission of wrongdoing of any type by any
Party hereto for any purpose whatsoever.

9. In the event that JRK or BERWYN files suit relating to a breach of this Agreement
or takes action to enforce this Agreement, the prevailing Party shall be entitled to an award of
attorney’s fees and expenses.

10.  This Settlement Agreement and Mutual Generzl Release consists of 4 pages and
constitutes the entire Agreement between the Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof.
There are no prior or contemporaneous oral or written agreements between the Parties which are
not expressly referred to herein.

11. This Agreement shall be construed and interpreted according to the laws of the
State of Illinois.

12. This Agreement may be executed in counterpart, each of which shall be deemed an
original, and all of which, when so executed, shall stand as a fully executed Agreement.



13. Each of the signatories to this Agreement warrants and represents that he or it:

(a) has consulted with and received the advice of independent legal counsel
prior to signing this Agreement, and acknowledges that no other Party has made 2
promise, representation or warranty whatsoever, express or implied, not contained
herein concerning the subject matter hereof in order to induce the signatory to

execute this Agreement.

(b) has made such independent investigation of the facts pertaining to this
Settlement and this Agreement and of all of the matters pertaining thereto as it

deems necessary.

{c) has not heretofore assigned, transferred, sold or granted, or purported to
assign, transfer, sell or grant, any of the claims, potential claims, demands or

causes of action disposed of by this Agreement.

(d) is aware that it may hereafter discover claims or facts in addition to or
different from those he or it now knows or believes to be true with respect to the
matters related herein. Nevertheless, it is the intention of the Parties to fully,
finally and forever settle and release the matters related thereto. In furtherance of
such intention, the releases given herein shall be and remain in effect as full and
complete mutual release of all such matters, notwithstanding the discovery or
existence of any non-material additional or different claims or facts relative

thereto.

(e) has read the contents of this Agreement and understands the provisions
contained herein, that such signatory is knowingly and voluntarily entering into
this Agreement and the releases contained herein as such signatory’s free and
voluntary act, and that such signatory has not been coerced or threatened into

signing this Agreement or the releases contained herein.

() this Agreement, when duly executed and delivered by the Parties will
constitute the legal, valid and binding obligation of each of the Parties enforceable

against each such Party in accordance with its terms.

() this Agreement, when duly executed and delivered by the Parties, and
compliance by such Parties with the provisions hereof, will not conflict with, or
constitute a violation of or default under any law, ordinance, statute, regulation,
rule, order, decree, judgment or governmental requirement applicable to the Party,
and will not conflict with or result in a violation or breach of, or constitute a
default under, any agreement or instrument to which the Party is subject or by

which it is bound.



(k) there are no actions, suits, claims, litigation or other legal or administrative
proceedings pending, nor, to the best knowledge of the Party after due inquiry,
threatened, against the Party which would impair or adversely affect the ability of
the Party to perform its obligations under this Agreement.

While the badly drafted lawsuit states that I am a resident of the City of Chicago and
the Alderman of the 6 Ward of Chicago (P.5 of the lawsuit as filed), it is anticipated that even
Mr. Waguespack, who failed the bar exam twice, will have his attorney correct this mistake and
name me as a resident of Berwyn and Alderman of the 6" Ward in Berwyn.

At this time, T am advising each of you that the matters Mr. Waguespack complains about refer
to actions that were taken by the Berwyn City Council and involve official governmental work
and statements made in the course of our official duties as elected officials. As such, when and if
Mr. Waguespack causes service of this lawsuit upon me, T have been advised by my attomney that
the City of Berwyn attorneys, because of a possible conflict of interest, cannot represent me and
that T may select an attorney of my own choice. Further, that the City of Berwyn will be
responsible for the cost of my defense. Further, to the extent that any of you become a part of
this lawsuit for purposes of discovery, depositions or trial, the City of Berwyn will also have to
indemnify each of you for legal expenses you may incur with attorneys of your own choice.

To the extent that the lawsuit has been filed but not served, T have not engaged an attorney at this
time. While it appears obvious that the lawsuit was a part of Mr. Waguespack’s political
campaign, nonetheless, I am submitting this advisory at this time for your consideration as I
intend to present an ordinance requiring that the City of Berwyn indemnify each of us for any
legal costs that may be incurred in this matter. In the event that I am served and have to defend
this lawsuit and the City Council has not approved an indemnification for me or any of you that
may be involved in this lawsuit, I will, through my attorney, bring an immediate action for
declaratory judgment requiring the City of Berwyn to indemnify us and pay our legal defense
costs in this matter.

Residents in my ward understand that there is a direct cotrelation between the volume of
a product purchased and the cost of the product per unit. Therefore, they wonder why the city
has not and does not negotiate a special price to be paid by residents for sidewalk repairs to their
private sidewalk property. After ali, the work would be done within the same project and provide
the contractor with additional work and additional profit with very little additional effort.

On a broader basis, | feel that the city should adopt a policy of taking into consideration
the needs of Berwyn residents in its various coniract negotiations for similar projects when and if
the services being sought (as with sidewalk repairs) may also be relevant to the private needs of
Berwyn residents.

AMENDMENT
CHAPTER 209

Ethics Provisions

209.02.1 Official City Publication

1: That the authority to designate any publication as an official publication of the City
of Berwyn lies exclusively in the Berwyn City Council and must be approved by a
majority vote of the Berwyn City Council.

2: That the contents and costs of any publication designated as an Official publication of
the City of Berwyn must be approved by a majority vote of the City Council before
publication and distribution. The content shall be provided to each alderman in both a
printed version and by email unless the alderman chooses one over the other.

3: That no publications of any kind shall be placed in City Hall or in or upon any other
City owned property without the consent, by majority vote, of the City Council.

4: That the official city publication shall be the Neighborhood Watch Newsletter which
may, if approved by the City Councll, be larger than the four page format in which it is
currently produced. Distribution of the Neighborhood Watch Newsletter shall be in a
method approved by the City Council.

5: That all City Publications (Publications paid for by the taxpayer) shall NOT include
matters of a political nature including pictures of elected officials or columns written by
elected officials. The content shall include only information about ity services which the
city council deems important to the lives of Berwyn residents.

6: This resolution in no way is intended to inhibit or preclude any elected official from
creating printed materials including newspapers and disiributing them within their own
wards or throughout the city at their own expense. However, any such expenditures
shall not include taxpayer funds in any category including the candidates expense
account funded by the taxpayers.

ORDINANCE AMENDING THE GENERAL OFFENSES CODE OF THE CITY OF BERWYN
REGARDING POSSESSION OF CANNABIS

If the person to whom a citation was issued fails to settie within ten days, the amount of
settlement, priof to a court appearance, shall be double the above amount.

If a fine is imposed by the Court, said
fine shall be not less than the amount set forth above as the settlement amount, but not more

SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT
AND
GENERAL RELEASE

This Agreement made this day of May, 2007, by and between the City of Berwyn
(“BERWYN"), an Hllinois Home Rule Municipalidy, and T R K. Builders, Inc. (collectively “JRK™).
JRK and BERWYN are sometimes referred to collectively herein as the "Parties”, relating to
BERWYN permit #B-6634-0 (“Permit”) as affecting real property improvements located at the
property commonly known as 6448 W. 26" Place (the “Property™) in the City of Berwyn:

WHEREAS, JRK purchased the Property on November 8, 2005, at that time a vacant
residential lot situated in an A-1 BERWYN voting district and then subject to a building permit #B-
6634-0; and

WHEREAS, JRK tendered building plans reflecting the construction of a Two Flat type
improvement on the Property, those plans were approved by BERWYN, and JRK was issued a
revised permit on December 12, 2005; and

WHEREAS, JRK commenced construction of the 2 Flat improvement upon the Property
soon thereafter and duly progressed on said improvements towards completion through August,
2006; and

WHEREAS, JRK was subsequently issued a Stop Work Order by BERWYN in August 2006
at which time the 2 Flat improvement was substantially, but not fully, completed; and

WHEREAS, JRK claims, inter alia, that BERWYN would be estopped from revocation of
the permits if this matter were pursued in the Circuit Court of Cook County; and

WHEREAS, the Parties recognize that continued litigation will involve substantial expense
and uncertainty, and in lieu thereof are desirous of settling all matters between them;

NOW, THEREFORE, JRK and BERWYN agree as follows:

1 BERWYN shall remove and revoke its “Stop Work” Order upon execution of this
Agreement and thereafter permit JRK to proceed with its construction plans, permits and progress,
as such plans are modified by Paragraph 3, below;

2. Upon completion of remaining 2 Flat improvements to the Property, subject to the
changes per Paragraph 3, BERWYN shall conduct its appropriate final inspections to determine
compliance with plans, permit requirements and applicable codes.  Upon approval of all
inspections, BERWYN shall thereafter issue to JRK a Certificate of Occupancy noting that the Two
Flat Improvement is recognized as a legal non conforming use as relates to its status as a Two Flat
Improvement within an A-1 Zoning District. Both JRK and BERWYN agree to act in good faith
regarding completion of the Two Flat improvement on the Property, timely inspections, issuance of



a Certificate of Occupancy and all other related construction practices and municipal actions.

3. JRK shall modify its existing permit plans (without use of an architect) such that the
bathroom located within the basement is removed, including all ancillary apertures, the front entry
shall be modified so as to eliminate front independent ingress/egress, facilitate emergency egress,
and allow for the construction of a residential structure containing no more than two dwelling units.
BERWYN agrees to expedite review of these modified plans at no cost to JREK, if any. Inthe event
BERWYN code prohibits full implementation of the above front inpress/egress modifications to the
basement, JRK and BERWYN agree to revise plans to limit the ingress/egress as described herein
as closely as possible to the intended result of prohibiting an illegal third “garden” style living unit
while still complying with BERWYN code.

3 JURISDICTION. The Circuit Court of Cook County, Hllinois, shall retain jurisdiction
over the Lawsuit and the Parties for purposes of enforcing the terms of this Agreement.

4. RELEASE OF BERWYN. JRK, its officers, directors, shareholders and employees,
hereby releases and forever discharges BERW'YN, hereby releases and forever discharges from any
and all claims, controversies, actions, causes of action, demands, debts, liens, contracts, agreements,
promises, representations, torts, damages, losses, attorney’s fees, moneys due on account, obligations,
judgments or liabilities of any nature whatsoever in law or in equity, arising out of agreement or

RESOLUTION NO.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF BERWYN, COOK
COUNTY, ILLINOIS, DECLARING THE INTENTION OF THE
CITY COUNCIL TO ISSUE GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS
AND PROVIDING THE PARAMETERS FOR SUCH ISSUANCE

WHEREAS, the City of Berwyn (the “City”) needs funds for various public works
projects, to pay for the operation of government, and to refund previously issued obligations; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that the following public works
projects are necessary:

Fire Station

Public Parking Garage

Roosevelt Road

Alley Improvements

City Wireless System

Vehicles

General Ledger Computer System

and the total cost of such projects (the “Project”™) being $17,650,000, with the final components
of the Project subject to change by the City Council to other capital improvements; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined the Series 2006 Note should be
refunded in full, that the principal payments due in 2007 through 2009 for the Series 1999 Bonds
should be refunded, and that a portion of the principal payment due in 2013 for the Series 2004
Bonds should be refunded (collectively the “Refunding”); and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to issue general obligation bonds to pay for the
costs of the Project and the Refunding, and to establish the parameters for such issuance so that
the administration of the City and the underwriters therefor will be able to structure the general

obligation bond issue to meet the agreed needs and purposes of the City as determined by the
City Council in this Resolution; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has examined various financing structures and has
determined to proceed with the issuance of general obligation bonds as hereinafter provided; and

WHEREAS, the City Council expresses its intent that the issuance of general
obligation bonds will not result in any increase in the debt service tax levy of the City for the
years that any prior bonds have been issued.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of
Berwyn, Cook County, Illinois, as follows:



Section 1

That the City shall issue general obligation bonds in the approximate amount of
$47,300,000 (the “Bonds”) to be used for paying for the costs of the Project, the Refunding, and
the cost of issuance thereof.

Section 2

That the debt service on the Bonds shall be structured such that there will be cost
savings in the debt service tax levy of the outstanding bonds of the City and the Bonds of

approximately $3,700,000 in 2007, $3,336,000 in 2008, $3,339,000 in 2009, and $3.430,000 in
2010.

Section 3

That the dollar amounts used herein are approximate amounts and are based upon
existing interest rates such that minor variations in such amounts may be required based upon
actual market conditions at the time the Bonds are sold,

Section 4

That under no circumstances shall the debt service tax levy for the Bonds together
with the debt service tax levy of the outstanding bonds of the City be increased over the existing
debt service tax levy for the outstanding bonds of the City. [t is the intention of the City Council
that the amount of the existing debt service tax levy shall not be increased to the taxpayers for
the years that it is being levied.

Section 3

That the administration of the City is hereby directed and authorized to proceed with
the issuance of the Bonds under the above parameters and further report to the City Council. The
actual ordinance approving the Bonds must be passed by the City Council at a subsequent
meeting.

This resolution was adopted by the City Council of the City of Berwyn and deposited
in the office of the City Clerk this 17" day of May, 2007.

Re:  City Hall Rooftop Air Conditioning Unit
Dear Mayor and Council members,

The City Hall roofiop air conditioning unit is in need of replacement. The unit has been
maintained by Murphy & Miller, Inc. Over the past two years they have discussed the
deteriorating condition of several of the components with me. The unit was originally installed
in 1991 and is passed its life cycle. In January I requested a written budget price to replace the
unit. A copy of the quote for $80,000.00 is attached. I made sure this was included in the 2007
budget and was hopeful the unit would last one more cooling season.

During the last City Council meeting the unit shut down and restarted 20 minutes later. 1
contacted Murphy & Miller that night and our technician serviced the unit the next morning. He
informed me that the primary compressor, one of two 20-ton compressors wore out and is seized.
Tt overheated and shut down the entire unit. While the air conditioner is 16 years old, it has the
capability of diagnosing itself. That is why it re-stared Tuesday night, only now it is running on
the secondary 20-ton compressor. The secondary is designed to come on line only during peak
cooling requirements to assist the primary. The unseasonably hot 85 degree temperatures we
experienced on Monday and Tuesday (the 14" and 15™) proved that the secondary compressor
cannot be relied on for the rest of this summer as the temperature inside City Hall peaked at 79.7
degrees.

The technician provided a budget price of $20,000.00 to replace the primary compressor.
Another component that is worn out is the vortex. These are metal blades that open and close to
control the amount of air pressure required. The budget price to replace the vortex is $6,000.00.
We will be better served by investing $80,000.00 to replace the entire unit rather than wasting
$26,000.00 to repair a 16 year old one.

Therefore, I am declaring an emergency and requesting City Council to waive the official
bidding process to allow me to obtain three solicited bids to replace the rooftop unit.

RFP’s for Engineering Services for 2007 CDBG Sidewalk Program were opened on April 24,
2007. The three firms responding were James J. Benes and Associates, Pavia-Marting, and
Frank Novotny and Associates. Denis Duffy and I interviewed all three firms to determine
their qualifications and level of experience in CDBG programs in general, and sidewalk
replacement in specific

All firms had experience in sidewalk replacement, with Frank Novotny and James J. Benes
having the most experience in CDBG programs.

Both Denis and I agreed Frank Novotny history and experience with the City of Berwyn a
strong point in favor of awarding the Contract for Engineering Services for CDBG Sidewalk
Program to this firm. In addition, the rates charged by Frank Novotny and Associates were
low in comparison with the other responding firms.

The City of Berwyn is currently trimming the entire City-owned parkway trees in the eastern
sections of the City this spring and summer.

Tree trimming is being done by Landscape Concepts, a private tree firm contracted by the City
of Berwyn. Trees will be trimmed according to strict professional standards set forth within the
tree care industry. The following information is provided to explain what these standards entail.

Most importantly, and most visible, is the fact that trees are trimmed to a minimum height of 12
feet on all sides. This allows for safe clearance by all vehicular and pedestrian traffic. It also
ensures that any signage in the parkway is clearly visible. The remaining extent of frimming
includes the removal of diseased limbs, broken and hanging limbs; dead wood; sucker growth;
limbs that come in contact with other limbs; limbs that interfere with utility lines or street lights;
limbs that interfere with vegetation on private property; limbs infested with insects; weakly
attached or structurally unsound limbs and correction of storm damage.

Public safety is the City’s first priority, followed by tree health and then aesthetics. Street trees
have different maintenance requirements than landscape trees and are therefore pruned
accordingly. Normally, no more than one-quarter to one-third of the live crown will be removed
at one time. The determination of how much to remove is dependent upon tree species, size and
condition of the tree, as well as the duration between trim cycles. The City’s goal is to maintain a
five to seven year trim cycle for trees all parkway trees. The shorter the trimming cycle, the Jess
live material needs to be removed. The natural form of the tree is maintained as much as
possible, with tree growth directed upward and outward.
